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                          World changers aren’t born; they’re made. They are a                
                          result of being touched by those who want to make a                               
                          difference. Annie Armstrong was a world changer. Never  
                          married, she was able to change her world by investing in  
the lives of others. Although Annie was childless, she had many spiritual 
children. 

Annie’s mother ignited her passion to change her world. She took Annie 
to Woman’s Mission to Woman meetings when Annie was a child. At the 
meetings, Annie learned about the work of missionaries around the world 
and the role that giving and praying plays in reaching the lost with the 
gospel. This small spark was fanned into a flame as Annie worked with 
Native Americans, immigrants, and African America children in the area 
where she lived. 

In 1888, when Woman’s Missionary Union was formed, Annie became 
the first corresponding secretary, which is equivalent to today’s executive 
director. She served as corresponding secretary for 18 years; however, she 
never accepted a salary for her position. Her passion for the support of 
missionaries was so great, that she dedicated her time and energy to            
encourage churches to give more to missions.  

Her advocacy and passion for missions and getting missionaries what they 
needed to do their work is a model for Southern Baptists today. As a result 
of her passion to change her world, Annie Armstrong’s influence is still 
felt today, more than 60 years after her death. 

“She hath done what she could.” These are the words found on the grave 
marker of Annie Armstrong. When it comes to missions, can that              
statement be said about you.
